this letter is quoted below in its entirety:

Clsvelard, Onio, June 15th. 1943
Dear Ernest:
It is close tn reunion time again and this brings very forcibly to my
mind the happy memories of 13 Cody Femily reuniors I have becn able to attend
in the past 18 years, anc I hope that on July 18th, I may be eble, along with
others of our Cleveland families, to be on hand ut Beverly and jein again in the
Ohin gathering. You will recall that our 1936 reunion at Maristta was the

the many families - Codys, Goges, Walkere, Millers, Fairpenks, Heclers. Briggs,
Crouches, Daniclsons, aud sc meny otrer reletod groups, Tt has boen my pleasure
and privilege to serve the Cody Family as I'resident, and as lonurgoy-Praaident,
and many of the happiest contacts of my life have been foumsd in this organization,
The reunions I have attended have not only bcen a delighbtful recreation, but
have given me these contacts with our kinfolk, and the urge to attend as many
more as possible, As you know I am but a youngster of 77 and these reunions have -
done much to keep me youthful aund an added active interest in life,
I look back with special pleasure to these conventions - the one -at Erie,
- Pa, in 1929, where our beloved cousin Charles Paxton Cody so ably presided, -
Oneida, N.Y. in 1935 where we received such a fine welcome from our venerable
Francis A. Cody, his wife Mary, and their immediate reclatives, At Oneida there
was much of hictmwic intercst to our family; upper New York State has been an
ancestral seat a* some iLime for almost every brancn of our Codv Family. At
Scrarton, Pa, in 1937 we met so many descendants of that pstriarch of our family
Mervin Cody 1315--1916, At the two Ontario rcunions of 1928 and 1939 we met
scores and scores of our Canadian cousins in the historic centres of Toronto and
Newmarket and sampled their open hospitality, At Harding, Illinois in 1940 we
met for the first time the numerous cousins of newly located branches; what a
delightful time we had there, Twice we gathered at Salem and Beverly, Mass, 1930
and 1941, and with Richard A, Cody and his family as our hosts we enjoyed to the
fulil the Massachuselts background of our family. Twine we met in Gleveland, Ohio,
1S26 and 1924, and I speak for every membsr of our branch in saving how much we
eninyed thosz gﬂnheringzo It was impcssible for me Le atterd the rouniors at
Cody, Wyoming or Laniom(, Califoinia in 1923 end 1923, but I reccived flowing
reperts of whatl to»x place ond Lhe genernus hespitaliry extered, So many have
done so much %o rair thess goiherings a success -~ Hiran &, Ccdr, Tuther M. Cody,
Hervey P. Cody, illavy Joestor Allen, Julia Cody Goodnoma, ’Ed’ll“L Se Cody, th
others elready mcnticuned, and covncless more.

.reunions goiag svery yeer, il even only a small group, uring thic trme of war -
we must retrenchl, but we can keep alive that spirit of kinsid) which for over 18
y#ars has been preldominant in onr family circle.
